1. The Executive shall send a further letter to the Home Office reiterating the communities request for a Public Inquiry into the death of Roger Sylvester.  
2.   Gerald McGrath application for Individual Membership was approved by the

3. The Borough commander shall be informed in writing of the young peoples request for an Officer to receive a Commendation Award for his outstanding work with the 40 core group of young people involved in the Group’s youth project.
4.  An Employment, Membership and Rapid Response Subcommittee have been constituted by the Executive to administer specifics.

7. The Employment Subcommittee shall seek to appoint a permanent   part-time Administrative Assistant by January 2006.  In the meantime in extreme cases the Group shall use the services of an employment agency.
8. The newly elected Treasurer shall establish a systematic method for reporting and administering the Group’s finances. 
9. The Executive has secured provisions for staff redundancy.
10. The signatories to the Group’s Bank Accounts were agreed as Fred Ellis, Fred Williams, Paul Stephenson and Chris Hannington.
