A funding bid of £68,991.38 for the coming financial year was submitted to the Metropolitan Police Authority on 31st January 2006. The bid incorporates just over a 2.5% inflation increase to the previous year’s funding allocation.  

The above amount is for the provision of one full time and a half time staff, the running cost of the Group and the delivery of the Group’s community engagement activities.  Please refer to the attached business plan.

The Executive are proposing to hold a half-day Conference on 27 June 2006 for members of the Group.  The purpose of the event is to meaningful engage with members on the proposed reform arrangements for the Group; the rollout of Safer Neighbourhood Teams on borough Wards and members speculative role within the structured arrangements.

The all day youth conference held on the 3rd February for young people between the ages of 12 and 20 was an extremely successful event.    

The information obtained will assist Children Service with their 3 year plan for young people and steer the Group with its plan to implement an engagement mechanism for the borough’s young people.

Subject to funding, the employment subcommittee shall convene to consider the recruitment and appointment of a permanent half time member of staff.

The Executive agreed to co-opt Mr. Daniel Ahmed on the Committee.  Mr. Ahmed has been invited to the next meeting of the Executive Committee to be held on 26 April 2006.

Nominations by the Executive for 3 young serving on the Group’s youth scheme to receive a Building Safer Communities Award was regrettably unsuccessful.
