	CRIME ON THE RUN IN HARINGEY - Operation Castille 
Operation Castille finished on Sunday 10th June in Haringey, 1979 people were arrested in total, amongst whom were 121 street robbers, 115 burglars, 224 car criminals.  The 23rd May proved to be a unique day for Haringey when, for the first time in the history of the borough, there were no reports of any street crimes.  This blitz on crime in Haringey was hailed by the Deputy Commissioner as the "best Strongbox operation in the Metropolitan Police Service to date". The Strongbox team provided an extra 40 officer from the TP Central Crime Squad allowing large scale operations on a daily basis. 

In one of the greatest successes officers mounted a series of dawn raids on the homes of 10 members of a violent street robbery gang.  The youths, aged between 12 and 16 were identified using an innovative video surveillance operation on Wood Green High Road. 

The passive drug dog operation in the Seven Sisters area, netted further arrests. 

Other drugs raids have led to the seizure of more than 100 rocks of crack cocaine, 20 kilos of cannabis, three kilos of heroin and scores of ecstasy tables. 

Traffic Police swept the borough for vehicles that are uninsured, unlicensed or in a dangerous condition.  They removed more than a 100 vehicles from the street and notched up 250 prosecutions as a result.

ROGER SYLVESTER  UPDATE 
In our last Newsletter we said that the Sylvester Family were seeking a judicial review and if their application was successful there was likely to be a further delay before any inquest proceedings could take place.  However recently Lord Chief Justice Wolfe's decision in the High Court was that the inquest should go ahead before the judicial review.  In the light of this decision we have written to the Coroner asking him when the inquest will now be heard.  

THE LINDO CASE
A Monitoring Panel has been set up to look at the police action plan's progress reports sent to the MPA, regarding the Lindo case.  The Panel's work is due to commence shortly. 

MONTY ALTER 
Monty Alter, a much respected and long standing contributor to the Group's public meetings, died in June of cancer, aged 78.  He was the founder of a very successful; tenants association in Twyford House, St. Ann's Road and New Deal for the Community's Bridge Estate initiative. 

The Council have paid a well-deserved tribute to him by naming a new community centre in South Tottenham after him.  Monty will be dearly missed at our future public meetings and our sympathies go out to his family at this sad time. 

Erline Prescott, a member of the Group, has recently suffered a double bereavement, with her husband and father dying within a short while of each other; our deepest sympathies go out to her and her family at this most difficult time. 

	Haringey's Anti Violence Alliance 
As a member of the Haringey Community Partnership we were invited to attend a seminar to consider how best to tackle the problems that cause violence in Haringey.  The Alliance was chaired by David Lammy MP and is a bid to stamp out violence including sexual and physical assaults, domestic violence, mugging, hate crimes and murder in the Borough. 

A key part of the meeting developed proposals for the Haringey Week of Peace (17th - 23rd September).  A range of planned and publicised events will give Haringey a real opportunity to bring together the various communities to celebrate the common need for harmony and peace.  

	Haringey Harassment Action & Monitoring Panel 
Recently the launch of the Haringey Harassment Action and Monitoring Panel took place.  This council led initiative is a multi-agency forum and Haringey C&PCG are one of the representatives on it.  

Fred Ellis one of our members chairs this forum.  He writes, "Harassment is one of the ugliest features of our society.  No one should have to face it.  No one benefits from it because prejudice, ignorance and violence strike at the heart of our communities."

Haringey Harassment Action and Monitoring Panel (Hhamp) was set up in June 2000 in recognition of a number of national developments such as the Crime and Disorder Act and the Stephen Lawrence Inquiry which recommended a multi-agency approach to tackling harassment and hate crimes.

It also followed a review by Haringey Council into local monitoring of incidents of harassment.  The review found that there were some areas of good practice in individual agencies but there was a lack of co-ordination, variations in practice and poor recording and evaluation of incidents

The Panel has a multi agency approach to ensure victims of harassment get consistently good advice and support.  We are aiming to ensure that Haringey learns from the areas of good practice in each of the agencies and develops a comprehensive way of confronting and challenging all forms of harassment in the borough.  

Representatives from community and voluntary groups are also involved as they have a valued and vital role in representing people through advice and assistance.

Since June 2000 the Panel has achieved a considerable amount with many agencies now using a common reporting form for incidents of harassment accompanied by training for officers on dealing with harassment and hate crimes.  The official launch of the Panel coincided with a major publicity campaign including posters, leaflets and wallet card to encourage the reporting of harassment.

There is much more to do however if we are with harassment and hate crimes.  The official launch of the Panel coincided with a major publicity campaign including posters, leaflets and wallet card to encourage the reporting of harassment.

There is much more to do however if we are to stop people in our community living in fear of abuse of being attacked because of their race, gender, sexuality or disability.  The agencies on the Panels are committed to working together to improve the support offered to victims and develop best practice in stamping out all forms of hate crime and harassment.

Armour for Police Dogs
The health and safety of police dogs is paramount and the idea of ballistic armour for firearms support dogs is simple, the police do not want to lose them.  The armour costs £300 a set and improves the dog's chances of survival by 80per cent.  Although the vest does not cover the entire dog, it does protect its vital organs.  At present this armour is being trialed by Sussex Police. 

A NEW COMMAND SYSTEM TO BE SET UP BY THE MET 
The Met is to introduce a new £1.7 billion command control system in order to cope with a large increase in the number of 999 calls made to police across the capital. According to the Met, the new system will provide borough-designated dispatching from three centralised locations. The Chair of the MPA, Lord Toby Harris, said the option was the most cost-effective solution to developing a system, which would meet the considerable demands of the ‘999’ function over the next 15-20 years.
