	WHAT DOES THE 
CONSULTATIVE DO? 

The Consultative Group questions the police about plans for tackling issues of local concern, for example, burglary, racial incidents, youth crimes, anti-social behaviours, drugs abuse, domestic violence, vandalism and motoring offences within the Borough.

The Group promotes discussion between the Community, the Police, Council, Metropolitan Police Authority and other partners to discourage crimes and consider practical solutions. It encourages joint involvement in crime prevention in the areas of concern. 

The Public Meetings of the Group provide opportunities for effective police and community consultation. For example, it enables the community to raise questions and discuss all aspects of policing and policy which are matters of concern locally.
The Group aim to be representative of all sections of the community. If you belong to a local community association, which does not have a representative on the Group, and you think it should, raise the issue with your local association.

	REFORM ARRANGEMENTS FOR CONSULTATIVE GROUPS
The Metropolitan Police Authority (MPA) assumed responsibility for Community & Police Consultative Groups (C&PCGs) in July 2000. The Authority is responsible for the resourcing and funding of Consultative Groups in support of its Consultation Strategy. 

The MPA is of the opinion that there is inadequate control over the constitution & financial operation of C&PCGs, and there is a need for the Authority to clarify the status of groups, set out its role, purpose and introduce systems to monitor and control budgets.

Following a recent review of the financial operation of C&PCGs, the MPA's internal Audit team made 16 recommendations to improve the budgetary control and financial operation of Groups. All 16 recommendations will have a fundamental impact on how C&PCGs operates. 

The MPA has devised a model constitution for all C&PCGs in London. Groups have been informed that there is no scope for manoeuvre over the introduction of the standard constitution. It will take effect from 1 April 2003, and the adoption of the local variant of the standard constitution will be a precondition of receiving funding for the financial year 2003/04. 

A significant change will be in the structure of C&PCGs regular public meetings. The MPA states that, future meetings should be on a much wider consultation with borough communities. 

The MPA's draft Consultation Strategy and Implementation Plan for 2002-2005 specifies that the aims of Consultative Groups should be:
	· To make arrangements to carry out local consultation between the communities and the police within the Borough in accordance with the agreed terms of reference. Regards shall be paid to the requirements of Section 96 of the Police Act 1996 and the MPA consultation strategy.

· To engage with local stakeholders including the local Crime and Disorder Reduction Partnership in order to influence local decisions about community safety and crime prevention in order to bring key local issues to the attention of the MPA and the Police.

· To obtain the views of people in the Borough about matters concerning the policing of the Borough and to obtain their co-operation with the police and other stakeholders in preventing crime and ensuring community safety.

· To actively engage with all sections of the diverse communities and groups in the Borough to achieve sustained improvements in relations between the community and the police and to promote agreed solutions to local problems both in the short term and in the longer term.

· To reflect the diversity of background and cultures of its representative members and to provide a forum for discussion free from any form of unlawful discrimination. To respect and value the contributions of all members towards the overall objectives of the Group and to challenge all unacceptable behaviour. These objectives will be pursued in the interest of the whole community without unlawful discrimination 

The Group is consulting with the Metropolitan Police Authority on their proposals.

	HARINGEY'S SAFER COMMUNITIES STRATEGY 2002-2005
On the Monday 11 November 2002, staff and Members of the Consultative Group attended the launch of Haringey's Safer Communities Strategy 2002-05. The new strategy was widely welcomed by all those in attendance. It was explained that the strategy will play a significant part in improving the quality of life for residents, business people and visitors to Haringey and will link with other major plans. It will:

· Address the priorities identified by the Crime audit process and public consultation. 

· Develop a problem solving approach to crime reduction and develop evidence based practice.

· Involve local communities and neighbourhoods in reducing crime and disorder.

Assist all agencies to achieve their crime reducing targets and deliver on national performance indicators.

The priorities for 2002-05 are:

· Street crime (robbery)

· Violent crime (including gun crime, domestic violence and hate crime)

· Young people, crime and disorder.

· Drugs and alcohol related crime and nuisance activities.

The strategy intends to co-ordinate the community safety planning process, which involves over twenty different agencies and plans by:

· Identifying the community safety activity undertaken in the range of business plans, supporting and monitoring that activity.

· Identifying objectives that encourage partnership working and training between the agencies (in addition to those objectives already in the business plans) so that there is an overall impact on Government targets to reduce crime.

· Identifying objectives that address equalities issues.

· Establishing working groups to achieve the Partnership objectives. 

· Developing a Youth Crime Reduction Strategy.

· Nominating a link officer in each Council department.

· Co-ordinating funding, making bids and using resources more effectively.

· Standardising data recording, collection and analysis as far as possible between agencies.

· Encouraging community involvement in local problem solving community safety activities.

The Partnership is committed to supporting a co-ordinated and systematic reduction in crime and disorder. Its main goals are to reduce crime below the average London level and to reduce the fear of crime. 

	STAYING SAFE WITHIN YOUR HOME AND THE COMMUNITY 
Crimes we're fed up with it aren't we? Even if we haven't personally experienced crime, we know people who have and so still worry about it.

We worry about leaving the home secure to go to work or on holiday. We worry about children walking to school going out and coming home after dark. We worry about the car breaking down on an isolated road or the threat of pickpockets in a crowded shopping centre.

But there's so much we can do to reduce these everyday fears. There are so many actions and precautions we can take to protect others and ourselves from the risks of crime.

STAY SAFE AS HOUSES - SHUT OUT THAT BURGLAR 
" Have a quality 5-lever mortice locks fitted to your home.
" Fit and use window locks.
" Plant prickly bushes or shrubs around your fences and windows.
" Check on unexpected visitors through a spy hole on your front door and always use a password to identify reps.
" Only list your surname and initial in the telephone directory, not your full name.
" Ask your local police about security-marking your valuables. The police can give you a sticker for your window advertising you have done this.
" If you have to go out, shout 'goodbye' to an imaginary person left in the house.
" Leave a radio on while you're out.
" Never hide a spare key outside - it will be found!
" Be a good neighbour and ask to take deliveries for those away from home.
" If you live in a Neighbourhood Watch area, display a sticker in the front and back windows.
" If a Neighbourhood Watch scheme is not in existence, don't sit back and wait for it to happen! Find out about Neighbourhood Watch Co-ordinator.
" Change your answerphone message to I'm busy and can't get to the phone right now', rather than 'I'm not here'.
" If you see someone acting suspiciously, a simple 'can I help you?' should do the trick. Potential thieves don't like being noticed.

GOING AWAY? AVOID TELL-TALE SIGNS
" Only tell those who need to know - don't tell the whole world!
" Cancel all deliveries, milk papers and talk to the post office about holding your post for you.
" Make sure your doorbell is only audible from the inside - let people assume it's not working, rather than not being answered.
" Disconnect phones that can be heard when ringing.
" Fit time switches to your lights so that your house can be lit up at night.
" Ask a neighbour or friend to water your garden and indoor plants, mow your lawn and cut your hedge. Say you will do the same for them when they go away.
" Keep garage doors shut and locked. If your garage has windows, use curtains or blinds to block preying eyes. No car means nobody at home!

GOING OUT? -PLAN AHEAD
" If possible, take a mobile phone with you. Borrow one if you have to and make sure it's recharged and ready for use. Alternatively, keep some loose change for the telephone, or use a phone card.
" Carry a personal alarm and test it before you go out.
" Don't carry too much cash and keep your purse, wallet or other valuables well out of sight and reach.
" If you carry personal identification in your purse, keep your front door key separate.
" Keep your chequebook and credit cards separate.
" Always give the relevant people information about when you're leaving and what time you expect to arrive.
" Avoid sitting in an empty compartment of public transport, e.g. if a bus is empty, sit near the driver.
" Always park your car in a well-lit area or a patrolled car park.
" Keep to well-lit areas stand close to other people if waiting for someone.
" Keep your wits about you - watch out when listening to your personal stereo.
" If you get lost, don't make this obvious to onlookers. Go into a shop to ask for directions.
" Always look confident and give the impression that you know where you're going.

IN THE CAR - STAY ALERT
" Make sure your car is roadworthy and take a can of petrol and a torch.
" When going to you car, have your car keys ready in your hand.
" Keep your doors locked and your windows closed, particularly in built up areas where you will be stopping at lights and junctions.
" Keep your purse, wallet and valuables out of sight. Remember if you can see it, so can a thief!

DOING YOUR BIT - LOOKING OUT FOR OTHERS
Support and become involved in your Neighbourhood Watch Scheme or other schemes like Home Watch, Street Watch and Business Watch.

Find out about these schemes - enquire at your local Police station or contact us - and see what you can actively do to help prevent crime in your area.

	 

 

WOMEN IN PRISON - the facts
* According to figures published in January 2002 the number of women in prison in England and Wales is just 3,995, compared to 68,088 men - almost 17 times as many. 
* There are more than double the numbers of women in prison now compared to ten years ago - mostly due to the growing drug trade.
* The perception that our prisons are jam packed with people who haven't paid fines or their TV licence is untrue. Now fewer than 40 people a year go to jail for using a television without a licence compared to 800 in 1993.
* Even though more than 10,000 women a year are jailed 75% of them are serving 12 months or less and pose little or no threat to the public and nearly half are mothers with dependent children - 10% of whom end up in care. Women are also usually locked up further from their families as they are only 17 women's prisons compared to 120 for men.
